            Replacement Tree Policy for Twickenham Green
With reference to your meeting on Wednesday, 30th of January 2008 with the Friends of Twickenham Green Environment Officer, Sam Costin, and with the Secretary of the Friends, Helen Nicholls, to discuss the future planting of replacement trees on Twickenham Green.

1 It has already been agreed that replacement trees for deceased horse chestnuts will in future be London planes, that new saplings will be around 12-15 feet high with a two year watering contract and will be planted by the end of January if possible, or at the latest, by the end of March. At present the Friends of Twickenham Green will pay for the replacement trees.

2 So far no lime trees (the row of trees on the west side of the Green, parallel to First Cross Road.)are damaged and if they become damaged (eg. Through old age) then we would like them replaced with the same species.

3 It was agreed that the three new plane saplings recently planted should be repositioned so that they will be equidistant from the two existing trees on either side of each young tree. This should apply to all future replacement trees planted by the Council’s contractor.

4a   It was also agreed that when a mature tree has to be felled, the hole left by removal of it would be filled with earth, not wood chippings.This would allow grass seed or turf to be planted soon afterwards.

4b   It was agreed that all new plane saplings would be planted two feet from the hole made by the removal of the dead tree: ie; all trees planted along the Hampton Road side of the Green would be two feet to the right of the hole, and, on the Staines Road side of the Green, saplings would be planted two feet to the left. (Facing inwards towards the Green)

4c  All new saplings should have a plastic tree guard at the bottom of the trunk (ie; to prevent damage by grass cutters) and two sturdy posts should be supplied to support the sapling. There should also be a plastic pipe in the earth for watering purposes.

5 The Council will continue the good liaison that has been built up with the Friends of Twickenham Green and that you or your department will keep us informed of any trees that need to be pruned or felled.
